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The purpose of setting up Paul's Place
IS to provide a safe environment where
members of the wider community
(principally available to those who hold
a Commonwealth Health Card) can
meet and enjoy the provision of a free
lunch and continuous tea and coffee.

Paul's Place as the name suggests is
an enterprise of St Paul's Anglican

Church Port Adelaide. St Paul's has a

1 Church Place tradition of reaching out to those
Port Adelaide members of our community who for
one reason or another have fallen on

hard times, or who have particular issues which cause them daily
difficulty. An excellent example of the fine ministry which St Paul’'s can
provide the community is the former ‘Archway Port’ which was in its day
a ministry of this parish. It was a significant ministry which Fr Bill
Johnson began some forty five years ago but now run by Anglicare-SA.

Paul's Place will seek to re-establish the parish as a provider of a

significant ministry to the community by providing healthy lunches,
including soup during the winter months, with fresh produce coming from
the Community Garden at St George’s, Anglican Church Alberton, as well
as from local suppliers and Foodbank SA Inc. The establishment of a

small pantry to provide emergency provisions during out of hours will

The first two years of my
life was very hard on my mother as | was in and
out of the children’s hospital for 2 years because
| was born with damaged kidneys. | was the
middle child between older brother David and
sister Deidre. | went to Hendon primary school
until we had to move to Woodville Gardens and
then went to Ridley Grove and later on to high
school at Angle Park and while | was still at high
school we then moved to Woodville North.

During my years from about

7 until 12 years of age | did
Highland Dancing which | truly loved. | always wanted to play
the bagpipes but unfortunately sickness once again took over
and | had to give up my dancing.

| made my Debut at the age of 16 and
was presented to the Governor of SA,
Lt-Gen. Sir Edric M Bastyan. In those
days to be presented to the Governor
was a very big occasion. The reason
we debutants were given such a
privilege is because we were legatees
due to our fathers’ having died from
war injuries.

| started work when | was sixteen years old at the
Commonwealth Department of Health as a data process-
ing operator and throughout my working life 1 have worked
in many interesting organisations, eg; Customs Dept.,
State Library of South Australia and various other

Government Departments. | loved working at the State
Library because | met so many interesting people especially when | was rostered on
the Family History Desk in the Mortlock Library. | left the Government in 2001and at
that time thought | was going to retire but after 18 months | went back to work as an
Administration Manager at the Aged Rights Advocacy Service which is a non-profit
organisation that advocates on behalf of the older person in Residential Care, Home
and Community Care or Abuse Prevention. A truly worthwhile organisation and | am
still there today working part time.
| have not travelled extensively overseas, only to Asian countries, but | have travelled
in Australia a fair bit. One holiday | will always remember is when | went to Japan
with cousin Andrea to see her daughter Lisa Marie for her 18" birthday who
happened to be in Japan on a student scholarship. This was such an experience as
Lisa Marie could speak Japanese and Andrea has such a wealth of travel knowledge.




St Paul’'s has been a family church since my great grandmother’s time which was then
only a wooden structure and as the story goes the tide had risen while the worshippers
were inside the wooden structure and they all had to be carried away from the steps in

rowboats.

My Christian life has been varied. | used to go to the Methodist Church as a child as that
was where my friend went and where Mum sent Deidre and myself. | was first married in

St Paul's on 6" September 1969 by
Father Graham Cooling, but at that
time was not a parishioner at St Paul's
Church. 1 became a regular
parishioner at St Paul's early in1983
after a divorce, and later that year was
confirmed by Father John Beiers on 16
November 1983. | re-married again on
the 16 November 1985 to Tom
Bunworth by Father John Beiers at
St Paul's. My brother gave me away
again and my sister was once again by
my side. They both quoted “haven’t
we done this before”?

During my time at St Pauls | have been a regular parishioner and have been on Parish

Council for over 20 years. | became a Lay
Assistant in 1999 and | have been treasurer for
about 6 years. | became treasurer when the
Parish was under the banner of Semaphore,
Port Adelaide and Northern West Lakes and
continued on as treasurer when St Paul's once
again became a Parish in its own right. | have
also been on several committees during my time
at St Paul’s.

Throughout my life there have been many
‘bumps’ in the road but my faith has always kept
me going. My kidneys started failing in late 2005
and | needed a kidney transplant. My sister gave
me a very special gift as she gave me a kidney
which meant that | did not have to go down the
agonising road of dialysis. My transplant was in
April 2006. Words will never express the true
value of such a gift. 1 have had many major
surgeries since the transplant which have all
been successful so | am convinced that God is
watching over me.

| hope to retire soon, and this time | will retire! so Tom and | can buy a caravan and join
the ‘grey nomads’ around Australia.

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PORTRAIT OF A SAINT

St. Patrick of Ireland is one of the world's

most popular saints. Along with St. Nicholas

and St. Valentine, the secular world shares our

love of these saints. There are many legends

and fables of St. Patrick, but this is his story.

Patrick was born around 385 in Scotland,

probably Kilpatrick. His parents were

Calpurnius and Conchessa, who were Romans

living in Britain in charge of the colonies. As a

boy of fourteen or so, he was captured during a

raiding party and taken to Ireland as a slave to

herd and tend sheep. Ireland at this time was d &nDruids and
pagans, however he learned the language and @waiicthe people
who held him. During his captivity, he turned to dsan prayer.
He wrote: “The love of God and his fear grew in mere and more, as
did the faith, and my soul was rosed, so that,smgle day, | have saic
as many as a hundred prayers and in the nightlyrtbarsame”.
Patrick's captivity lasted until he was twenty, whee escaped afte
having a dream from Godn which he was told to leave Ireland h)
going to the coast. There he found some sailors t@bk him back to
Britain, where he reunited with his family. He hadother dream in
which the people of Ireland were calling out to lf\e beg you, holy
youth, to come and walk among us once more.” Habdus studies
for the priesthood. He was ordained by St. Germathes Bishop of
Auxerre, whom he had studied under for years.

Later, Patrick was ordained a bishop, and was teetake the Gospe
to Ireland and landed at Slane in 433. He and isisigles preached
and converted thousands and began building churahesver the
country. Kings, their families, and entire kingdomasnverted to
Christianity when hearing Patrick's message. Rapieached to the
end of his years and converted all of Ireland. Warked many
miracles and wrote of his love for God @onfessionsAfter years of
living in poverty, travelling and enduring muchffsting he died on
March 17, 461 at Saul, where he had built the @ingtrch.
